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	Any elementary school teacher in the Richardson Independent School District in grades K-6 meeting the criteria is eligible for this award.  The building principal must recommend the applicant and address the stated criteria in his/her recommendation for the teacher. A principal may recommend only one teacher per campus.  The recommended teacher must complete and submit the application.  The selection committee will evaluate the applications and select an unspecified number of applicants to receive classroom visits.  The visits will be scheduled with the applicants.  Applications are due March 1, 2010, by 4PM and the recipient of the award will be announced in early April.
	The recipient will receive a cash prize which will be presented at the Foundation’s
annual Evening of Honors Awards Gala.

Criteria for the Award:
· The teacher integrates creative and innovative use of technology as part of the instructional process
· Student behaviors indicate learning is at a high cognitive level.  The teacher uses innovative questioning and inquiry techniques to challenge students. (Critical thinking, creative thinking, problem solving, etc.)
· Instructional strategies include motivational techniques to successfully and actively engage students in the learning process
· High percentage of student achievement based on appropriate assessments
· Teacher successfully seeks out and engages in professional development activities.  The teacher provides formal/informal leadership working constructively with others for continuous growth/development toward meeting student needs.
